KING INCIDENT 
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Start of Fire – Saturday  9/13 

  -The fire was reported at approximately 
4:37 p.m. 

 -Drought stressed vegetation, accumulation 
of dead vegetation, very steep terrain, and 
weather conditions hampered control efforts. 

 -Fire suppression resources were 
effectively mobilized using closest 
resource concept through Camino ECC. 
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Sunday 9/14 
 -Fire spotted east across the South Fork of 

the American River and made a rapid run 
to the east/northeast. 
 

 -Additional fire suppression resources 
arrived. 
 

 -The Sacramento Incident All Hazards 
Incident Management Team was activated. 
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 Current threats: 

 Pollock Pines, Camino, White 
Meadows, Spring Valley and Mosquito 
communities.   

 

 SPI timberland, SMUD power 
infrastructure, EID domestic water 
supplies, wineries, and American River 
Watershed.

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 -Due to rapid growth of the fire onto the 
Eldorado National Forest, a Type I Federal 
Incident Management Team was ordered. 
 

 -Federal Incident Management Team to 
assume command of the fire on Tuesday, 
September 16 at 6:00 a.m.
