May
receive worksite direction from a Lead-er-Senior or Lead Worker. Exercises no direct supervision over staff.

BISHNGUISHING- CLASS CHARACTERISTICS

Highway Maintenance Worker |: This is the entry-level classification in theis+ead Highway Mmaintenance class series.
Uhnitialy-under close supervision, incumbents learn and perform a-variety-efvarious duties in road maintenance, repair,
and construction. This class is alternately staffed with Highway Maintenance Worker 11, and incumbents may advance to
the higher level after gaining experience and demonstrating proficiency, which meets the qualifications of the higher-
level class.

Highway Maintenance Worker 11: This -is the skilled journeyman-ran-werking-levellevel classification in the Highway
Maintenance classis series. Incumbents are-expected-te-perform a wide-rangevariety of general road maintenance duties.
This class is distinguished from Highway Maintenance Worker 111 in that the latter operates specialized heavy equipment,
such as graders, eaterpittars;-backhoes, and related equipment.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES (llustrative Only)

» Breaks and removes surfaces; digs, shovels, hauls and loads and unloads spoils, sands, asphalt mixes, and other
materials; operates jack-hammers, pavement breakers, concrete saws, spaders, tampers, and a wide variety of
hand and power tools related to road maintenance work; shovels, rakes, rolls and irons asphalt and sprays oil;
operates a variety of heavy trucks; chip seals surfaces; prepares for overlays; cleans up work sites upon
completion of jobs.

» Performs traffic monitoring and control, including the distribution of barricades, warning signs, safety cones,
and/er the flagging of vehicles.

» Performs brush clearance, tree removal, and weed control work.

» Operates a variety of light construction equipment such as dump trucks, rollers, loaders, patch pots; may operate
heavier equipment on a training basis.

» Performs snow removal, ice control, and storm patrol work.

»__Inspects vehicles and equipment and performs minor maintenance; reports the need for major repairs and service;
fuels and lubricates vehicles and related equipment; washes and cleans assigned vehicles.

» Makes operating adjustments and minor repairs to equipment such as changing buckets and teeth and tightening

Observes safe work methods and safety practices related to the work; uses appropriate safety equipment.

May direct placement of necessary safety and traffic control devices; observes safety precautions related to work.
Operates assigned vehicles skillfully and safely; observes safe driving practices.

Operates and maintains a wide variety of hand and power tools and equipment related to work assignments.
Performs manual tasks such as constructing fences and guardrails, spreading gravel and sand and/or various other
support functions for the road crew; performs manual labor duties in the construction, maintenance, and repair
of roads and their appurtenances.

Maintains basic records of daily work performed.

May train-and-direct the-work-of-others;-may-act in a lead capacity on a specific job at times.

Responds to emergency-situatienies in eff-off-hours as required.

Drives construction equipment to and from job sites; loads and unloads equipment from trucks; operates a-variety
ofvarious construction equipment, including backhoes, front-end loaders, motor graders, motor rollers, rotary
snow-plows, pavers, transporters, eaterpitars;-and related equipment.

Excavates, backfills, grades, and rolls construction and repair sites.

Operates equipment used in road maintenance, -ane-construction, earth-moving,-aad grading, and ;-cuts to grade.
Checks job sites for potential hazards and; determines precautions necessary for safe operations.

Secures equipment upon completion of work.

Prepares variousa-variety-of basic records and reports.

Attendance and punctuality that is observant of scheduled hours on a regular basis.

Performs other duties as assigned.

» _Recognize potentially hazardous conditions on the job site or with the equipment.
