A. Emergeney-Urgency ordinances governed by Government Code section 25120.

B. Minor amendments to existing ordinances that are the result of changes in state or federal
laws or regulations

The Clerk of the Board shall be responsible for noticing, publishing, and codification of all new or
amended ordinances in accordance with the California Government Code.

The Clerk of the Board shall develop and implement a process to ensure regular review and
maintenance of the code

PROCEDURE

outside agencies and other stakeholders affected by the ordinance.

a-e. The anticipated environmental documents required by the California Environmental

Quality Act (CEQA), if any.

B. Amendments to existing ordinances:

1. Minor amendments to existing ordinances that are the result of changes in state or federal

laws or regulations shall be presented to the Chief Administrative Office for conceptual

review and authorization prior to requesting the preparation of a draft ordinance by

County Counsel. The requestor shall identify what, if any, environmental documentation is

necessary.

2. All other amendments to existing ordinances, including amendments otherwise covered by

hich require significant CEQA documentation, shall follow the procedure

outlined in Section Ill, part A 1 of this policy.

C. EmergeneyUrgency ordinances with any necessary environmental documents required by the

California Environmental Quality Act shall be developed and presented to the Board of

Supervisors in accordance with California Government Code 25120 et. Sseq.

D. Repeal of Ordinances:

1. Existing ordinances may be repealed by the same process used in the initial adoption or

subsequent am

endment of the ordinance.

2. The process for repealing ordinances shall be in accordance with State law.
