Angora Creek Fisheries Enhancement Project (Project # 95161)
Tahoe - The Angora Creek Fisheries Enhancement Project (Project) is bounded by Angora Creek on the north, and Lake Tahoe Boulevard to the south.

This Project includes removing the culverts and replacing it with a bridge structure at Lake Tahoe Boulevard and some Angora Creek restoration work 

(EIP No. 406). The proposed fisheries enhancement project will focus on Angora Creek from Lake Tahoe Boulevard upstream approximately ¼ mile. The
