WHEREAS, Resolution No. 96-95 establishes an initial time period of twenty-four months for completion of 
improvements required by a Subdivision Improvement Agreement entered into between the County of EL 
Dorado and a subdivider; 

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 96-95 further grants the Transportation Director the authority to extend the 
performance period set forth in a Subdivision Improvement Agreement for up to twelve months with 
subsequent extensions to be granted in twelve month increments by the Board of Supervisors;
