• There were 16 El Dorado County residents discharged in August, 2016; 14 to 
Home with Support, 0 to IMD, and 2 to T-House. 

• Upon discharge, 14 El Dorado County residents were insured and  2 El Dorado 
County residents were pending insurance. 

• During the month of August, there were 0 Seclusion Episodes, 0 Physical 
Restraint Episodes, 0 Assaults, 0 Elopement and  3 Medication Errors. 

There were 3 denials of El Dorado County referrals: Client required Oxygen, Client was 
in Oregon, Alcohol detox prior to admission. Average daily census was 9.42 with an 
average length of stay of 7 days. No adverse effects to medication errors and staff 
trained. One titration error, one med not entered as discontinued (one dose), Client sent 
home with discontinued medication (Client called). Client satisfaction survey 9 total 
responses: 6 = change nothing,  
2 = more groups, 1 = segregate violent people. 
 

Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) (Laura K. Walny) 
• The FY16/17 MHSA Innovation Plan was presented to the Mental Health 

Services Oversight and Accountability Commission (MHSOAC) on August 25, 
2016. Jamie Samboceti presented the plan which was well received with only a 
couple of questions for clarification. The challenge in the Commission’s review of 
the County’s plan was administrative costs in the budget. They understood the 
three tiered calculation as this is common, however found the County’s 
administrative cost high. One Commissioner made a point of putting it on the 
record that this is a problem not unique to El Dorado County and if the proposed 
innovation programs were not exciting and relevant programs, the plan may have 
been rejected solely on the basis of the administrative costs. Feedback from the 
meeting has been shared with Administration.

• The MHP developed its Plan of Correction (POC) resulting from the System and 
Chart Review that occurred in October 2015.  The POC has been submitted to 
DHCS for their review and acceptance.  A majority of the items related to the 
need to update the BHD’s Policies and Procedures and to provide additional staff 
training, both of which are underway. 

• Under the Special Terms and Conditions of the new Medicaid (Medi-Cal) contract 
between the State of California and the federal Centers for Medicare & Medicaid 
Services (CMS), the State and counties are required to post a “dashboard” of 
specific performance outcomes on their websites.  The deadline for the 
dashboard was to be September 1, but the State asked for and was granted an 



extension.  The State has not yet provided the counties with the required 
elements of the dashboard, however the County has established a “Quality 
Improvement” web page in preparation for this requirement (information will also 
be link to WellDorado.org in the future).  The web page address is:
