Alternative Description:

"The Pollock Pines Alternative was developed at the request of the redistricting
team with the purpose of putting Pollock Pines in a District other than 5. In order
to do so, much of the North and South County need to be included in District 5 to
make up for the loss in population. Starting on the East side of the county, District
5 includes South Lake Tahoe up to Fresh Pond, to Somerset and Mt. Aukum in the
South County, and including Mosquito and Volcanoville the North County. District 3
combines Pollock Pines, Camino, Placerville, and much of the El Dorado Diamond
Springs community. District 4 contains Shingle Springs, Rescue, and much of ‘The
Divide.’ District 2 encompasses Cameron Park and the South County to Somerset

and Outingdale. District 1 contains all El Dorado Hills Specific Plans in their entirety."
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
