What is arts incubation?

EDAC is a nonprofit organization and El Dorado County’s state-to-local partner of
the California Arts Council

- A volunteer Board of Directors sets policy and direction

- Professional employees (3) operate the business

- Paid consultants provide specific expertise

e Over 200 volunteers gave more than 3300 hours in 2009
