Once again our
primary sponsors are Shingle Springs Band of Miwok Indians, and the Deputy Sheriff's
Association. We expect Santa to be in attendance and once again the Rotary Club of El
Dorado Hills will be preparing a pancake breakfast.

While we all have much to appreciate for living and working in EI Dorado County, far too
many of our most vulnerable children are at risk of falling through the cracks in society.
Surprisingly, there are children who attend schools here without the basic necessities such
as socks, properly fitting shoes or jackets. Additionally, some of our kid's only contact with
fire or law enforcement personnel comes with the stark reality of mom or dad being arrest-
ed or overdosing. This event attempts to make a small dent contribution to these issues.
Each year these children interact with local fire and law enforcement personnel in a posi-
tive and constructive environment.
