EASEMENT ACQUISITION AGREEMENT FOR PUBLIC PURPOSES 

This Agreement ("Agreement") is made by and between THE COUNTY OF EL DORADO, 

a political subdivision of the State of California ("County"), and Steven Philip Stewart and 

Edith Charlene Stewart, As Trustees of the 1994 Steven Philip Stewart and Edith 

Charlene Stewart Revocable Trust, 5/18/1994, referred to herein as ("Sellers"), with 

reference to the following facts: 

RECITALS 

A. Sellers own that certain real property located in an unincorporated area of EI Dorado 

County, California, a legal description of which is attached hereto, as Exhibit A (the 

"Property"). 

B. County desires to purchase an interest in the Property as a Right of Way Easement, 

as described and depicted in Exhibit B, and the exhibits thereto, and a Temporary 

Construction Easement, as described and depicted in Exhibit C, and the exhibits 

thereto, which are attached hereto and referred to hereinafter as "the Easements", on 

the terms and conditions herein set forth . 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions herein 

contained, the parties hereto agree as follows: 

AGREEMENT 

1. ACQUISITION 

Sellers hereby agree to sell to County, and County, upon approval by Board of

Supervisors, hereby agrees to acquire from Sellers, the Easements, as described and 

depicted in the attached Exhibits Band C, and the exhibits thereto, which are attached 

hereto and hereby incorporated by reference and made a part hereof. 

2. JUST COMPENSATION 

The just compensation for the Easements is in the amount of $5,778.28 (Five Thousand 

Seven Hundred Seventy Eight Dollars and 28/100 Cents) for a Right of Way Easement, 

$52.20 (Fifty Two Dollars and 20/1 00 Cents) for a Temporary Construction Easement, 

$5,000 (Five Thousand Dollars and NO/100 Cents) for Mitigation and Settlement In-Full for 

Well Relocation and an Administrative Settlement of $2,571.83 (Two Thousand Five 

Hundred Seventy One Dollars and 83/100 Cents) for a combined total compensation of 

$13,402.31 , rounded to a total of $13,450.00 (Thirteen Thousand Four Hundred Fifty 

Dollars, exactly), which represents the total compensation to the Sellers. 

3. ESCROW 

The acquisition of the Easements shall be consummated by means of Escrow No. 205-

16527 for APN 317-040-26 which has been opened at Placer Title Company ("Escrow 

Holder"). This Agreement shall , to the extent possible, act as escrow instructions. The 

parties shall execute all further escrow instructions required by Escrow Holder. All such 

further escrow instructions, however, shall be consistent with this Agreement, which shall 

control. The "Close of Escrow" is defined to be the recordation of the Easements. Sellers 

and County agree to deposit in escrow all instruments, documents, and writings identified 

or reasonably required to close escrow. The escrow must be closed no later than August 

31, 2015, unless the closing date is extended by mutual agreement of the parties pursuant

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to the terms of this Agreement. 

4. ESCROW AND OTHER FEES

5. TITLE 

Sellers shall, by Grants of Easement, grant to County the Easements, free and clear of title 

defects, liens, and encumbrances that would render the Easements unsuitable for its 

intended purpose, as outlined herein. 

6. AGREEMENT DECLARING RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS (ADRC) 

Sellers acknowledge that County will use federallstatellocal funds for the acquisition of the 

land rights for this Project. County has entered into a Master Agreement, Administering 

Agency - State Agreement for Federal Aid Projects, Agreement No. 03-5925R, effective 

February 14, 2007. County has agreed to comply with the terms and conditions of that 

Agreement, which include compliance with all Fair Employment Practices and with all 

Nondiscrimination Assurances as are contained in said Master Agreement, including the 

addition of certain covenants as contained in the Easements being conveyed by Sellers, 

and as shown in Exhibits Band C, and the exhibits thereto, attached hereto and

B. Sellers have no knowledge of any pending litigation involving the Property. 

C. Sellers have no knowledge of any violations of, or notices concerning defects or 

noncompliance with, any applicable code statute, regulation, or judicial order 

pertaining to the Property. 

D. All warranties, covenants, and other obligations described in this Agreement section 

and elsewhere in this Agreement shall survive delivery of the Easements. 

8. POSSESSION 

It is agreed and confirmed by the parties hereto that notwithstanding other provisions in 

this Agreement, the right to possession and use of the Easements by the County or 

County's contractors or authorized agents, for the purpose of performing activities related 

to and incidental to the construction of improvements Cold Springs Road Realignment 

Project, #73360, inclusive of the right to remove and dispose of any existing 

improvements, shall commence upon the last date of execution of this Agreement by 

Sellers and County. The amount of the just compensation shown in Section 2 herein 

includes, but is not limited to, full payment for such possession and use, including

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damages, if any, from said date. 

9. WAIVER OF AND RELEASE OF CLAIMS

This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be an 

original and all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument. 

11. REAL ESTATE BROKER 

Sellers have not employed a broker or sales agent in connection with the sale of the 

Easements, and Sellers shall indemnify, defend and hold the County free and harmless 

from any action or claim arising out of a claimed agreement by Sellers to pay any 

commission or other compensation to any broker or sales agent in connection with this 

transaction.

Any trees 4 inches in diameter 

or greater will be removed, cut and placed within the new property line for 

Sellers to use as firewood . 

B. County of County's contractor or authorized agent will remove existing fence and 

replace with new like-kind material at approximately 6 inches inside the new 

property line, where applicable. 

All work done under this Agreement shall conform to all applicable building, fire and 

sanitary laws, ordinances, and regulations relating to such work, and shall be done in a 

good and workmanlike manner. All fencing, when removed and relocated, or reconstructed 

by County, shall be left in as good a condition as found . Sellers understand and agree that

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties pertaining to the 

subject matter hereof. No amendment, supplement, modification, waiver, or termination of 

this Agreement shall be binding unless executed in writing by the party to be bound 

thereby.

GRANT OF TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT 

Steven Philip Stewart and Edith Charlene Stewart, As Trustees of the 1994 
Steven Philip Stewart and Edith Charlene Stewart Revocable Trust, 5/18/1994, 

hereinafter referred to as "Grantor", grant to the COUNTY OF EL DORADO, a political 
subdivision of the State of California, hereinafter referred to as "Grantee", a temporary 
construction easement over, upon, and across a portion of that real property in the 
unincorporated area of the County of EI Dorado, State of California, described as: 

See Exhibits "A" and "B", Attached hereto and by reference is made a part hereof. 

This temporary construction easement is granted under the express conditions 
listed below: 

1. In consideration of $52.20 (Fifty Two Dollars and 20/100) and other good and 
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby 
acknowledged, Grantor does hereby Grant to Grantee an easement for temporary 
construction over and across those identified portions of the Grantor parcel. 

2. Grantor represents and warrants that they are the owner of the property described 
in Exhibit A and depicted on the map in Exhibit B attached hereto and made a part 
hereof, and that Grantor has the exclusive right to grant the temporary 
construction easement 

3. This temporary construction easement is necessary for the purpose of 
constructing the Cold Springs Road Realignment Project, #73360 (Project). 
Specifically, this temporary construction easement shall allow Grantee or its 
agents, employees, and contractors the right of ingress and egress as may be 
reasonably necessary for construction purposes, inclusive of such repairs, 
replacements, and removals as may be from time to time required as well as for 
other purposes incidental to construction of the project. No stockpiling or parking 
of vehicles or equipment are allowed to take place in this area. This temporary 
construction easement shall not be revoked and shall not expire until the 
recordation of the Notice of Completion of the Project. Included within this 
temporary construction easement is the right of ingress and egress of Grantee, its 
agents , employees, and contractors for warranty repairs and the correction of

defects in the work within the first year following completion of construction . This 
right during the one-year warranty period survives the expiration of this easement. 

4. Compensation under this temporary construction easement covers the 
construction period estimated to be 12 (Twelve) months of construction, together 
with the five-year warranty period . In the event that construction of the Project is 
not completed within 12 (Twelve) months of commencement of construction, 
Grantor shall be entitled to additional compensation as follows: For each month 
thereafter, the sum of $4.35 (Four Dollars AND 35/100) monthly will be paid to 
the Grantor, until construction is completed .
