WHEREAS, County desires to ensure that when persons in the County El Dorado request, or have 
dispatched, prehospital Advanced Life Support service, be it for an em ency, special event, or for 
routine medical transp01iation, they will receive a consistent level of ser ' e that meets or exceeds the 
minimum acceptable standards as established by the Health and Safety de, Division 2.5: California 
Code of Regulations. Title 22, Division 9; the California Emergency M ! cal Services Authority; and 
the County of El Dorado Emergency Medical Services Agency; and 

WHEREAS, County Service Area No. 3 (CSA 3), was duly organized 
Section 25210.1 et seq., of the Government Code of California, to rn

• Ambulance means a vehicle that is specially constructed, modified r equipped, and used for the 
purpose of transporting sick, injured, convalescent, infinn, or othe e incapacitated persons.

• Arrival at the Scene means the moment an ambulance crew notifies Dispatch Center that it is 
fully physically stopped (wheels stopped) at the location where t e ambulance or medical 
transportation vehicle shall be parked while the crew exits to appro 1 the patient. In situations 
where the ambulance has responded to a location other than the ne (e.g., pickup point or 
staging areas for hazardous scenes), arrival "at scene'' shall be time the ambulance or 
medical transportation vehicle arrives at the pickup point or designa staging location (wheels 
stopped).
